Dear friends & ministry partners,

In 1992 God showed me avision of agreat gospel event taking place in Sabasaba, Kenya. About a year ago, | shared this
burden that God had placed in my heart with one of the local pastors. This pastor caught the vision and within a short
period of time over seventy churches had joined in to support this historic gospel event in the town of sabasaba. Although
many people had committed themselves to support the festival, some were skeptical about hosting such an event in an
obscure town like Sabasaba. Most often, gospel events of this magnitude are usually held in big citiesto ensure their
success. But our hearts felt compelled to go where some would opt not to go. We wanted to reach out to those who had real
needs and those who had no access to attending such meetingsin big cities. Asaresult, God revealed Himself in a mighty

way beyond our expectations.

A week to the main festival we organized for evangelistic crusadesin
five strategic towns within aradius of 15 miles. We had preachers
from Uganda, Tanzania, India and Nigeria who shared the gospel of
salvation. Not only did souls come to Christ, but also the local people
eagerly looked forward to attend the main festival in Sabasaba.

There was great celebration and singing when we started off the
festival on the first day. People came with areadiness to receive the
Word of God. Wesdley shared a powerful message of the prodigal son;
when he gave an dter call one hundred and thirty four souls gave
their livesto Christ.

Each night when Wesley gave the altar call, many people
responded to salvation. By the end of the last day, over five hundred souls had made a
commitment to Christ and over fifteen thousand people came to hear the Word of God.

The greatest impact was not in the masses that attended the festival, even

though we later learned that the Sabasaba gospel festival was the first of its

kind in the history of the entire district. The greatest impact was the spiritual
awakening that was experienced in the entire region in the following ways.

a) Thiswasthe first time that pastors had come together in unity.

b) When they first met several months ago, they prayed for healing and reconciliation

¢) Inthe past severa months churches came together across denominational linesto
pray for the festival in prayer rallies and over night prayer meetingsin various

d) In May this year, Warren Was trained over five hundred mature believers in evangelism and follow-up of new believers.
The believers used the training they received on “Operation Andrew” to pray and reach out to the lost.
€) It was evident that by the end of the festival there was a spiritual awareness even among unbelieversin the entire region.
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f) Although the festival is over, the pastors viewed it as a beginning of what God wants to accomplish in the entire region,
therefore, they are already planning on how they shall continue evangelizing the lost, discipling the new believers,
conducting interdenominational prayer meetings and organizing pastors and church leaders seminars.

Pastors & Church Leaders Seminar

About one hundred pastors and church |eaders attended the
Seminar. Many expressed gratitude for the teachings they
received. Pastor Jimmy Mann (USA) trained the leaders on
HIV/AIDS he a so taught on the sovereignty of God. Philip
Mbatia (Kenya) taught on community out reach. Bishop
Armstrong Cheggeh (USA) did an excellent job on the
subject of leadership. Pastor Francis Wanderi (Kenya)
challenged the leaders to adopt relevant methods of church
growth and |eadership. Rev. Boniface Gitau (USA) trained
the pastors and church leaders on how to disciple new
believers. Nesan Siva (India) taught about the importance of
|eaders being committed to their families. Dr. Wesley Paul
(USA) challenged the leaders on the call to evangelism.

Community proj ects:

Aside from ministering to the people spiritually, we also committed
ourselves to sharing the love of God through community projects.
We collected one thousand pounds of grain and bundles of clothesto
giveto the local orphanages. We gave lots of school supplies (pens,
pencils, erases, rulers, notebooks, etc) to the local elementary school

that hosted the festival. We also bought eighty gallons of paint for
painting a section of the school. A laptop computer and avideo
projector were donated to one of the ministriesin Kenyathat is
committed in training pastors and church leaders. We will also
distribute over two hundred bibles as soon as the shipment arrives.
