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discipline. In so doing they assume they are 
loving and caring for their children. This is 
part of their responsibility however; there is 
more to parenting than provision and 
discipline. What children want most from 
their fathers is not what they get from them 
but their time with them. The fact that one 
was busy for the family (very engaged with 
providing for family with hardly any time 
for them) did not mean that he was busy 
with his family. 
 
At the conclusion of his sermon, Rev. 
Boniface said that there are some things 
that will never take place in the family and 
community unless the men took charge to 
lead the family and community according 
to godly principles. The men at the 
fellowship expressed gratitude for the 
teachings at the close of the meeting.

Pastor Wayne Fox, Senior Pastor of 
Messiah Community Church in Wyoming, 
Ohio invited Rev. Boniface G. Gitau to 
minister at a men’s fellowship.  The men 
of the church gather once a month for 
breakfast and Bible Study. Pastor Wayne 
had requested Rev. Boniface to speak on 
“How to Become a Vessel of Honor” from 
the teachings in his book “Becoming a 
Vessel of Honor.” 
 

Rev. Boniface began by stating the 
important role and impact men have in the 
family, church, and community. He said 
that statistics show that when a child goes 
to church about 30% of the family may go 
to church; when a mom goes to church 
about 70% percent of the family may go to 
church; but when the father goes to church 
more than 90% may go to church.  
 

He urged the men to be the spiritual 
leaders in their homes by seeking a deeper 
relationship with Christ and getting more 
involved in building strong and health 
relationships with their children more so 
their sons. He brought out some interesting 
thoughts that most men only engaged with 
their children at the level of provision and 
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"There is an inner 
conviction that tells 

us that we were 
born to do 
something 

significant in life.”  
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It was a warm evening when Rev. 
Boniface arrived at the dock. There were 
more than sixty people from different 
churches waiting to board the boat for the 
two hour ride. This was not just another 
joy ride but an exciting time to worship 
God and hear His word. It reminded us of 
Jesus and His disciples on their several 
encounters at sea. The disciples had many 
lessons to learn especially trusting God in 
the midst of a storm. Although the Ohio 
River was calm with no boisterous waves 
to contend with, the sermons that were 
preached were faith lifting and encouraged 
us to trust God in every storm we may 
encounter in life.  

Rev. Boniface spoke about the “Power of 
Vision.” The text of his sermon came from 
Hab.2:3 “For the vision is yet for an 
appointed time, but at the end it shall 
speak, and not lie: though it tarry, wait for 
it; because it will surely come, it will not 
tarry.” He encouraged the congregation to 
pursue the vision God had placed in them, 
in so doing they would overcome the 
obstacles that caused their vision to 
become blurry. He stated that one’s vision 
is always greater than any obstacles and 
that God would fulfill it in His time. 

What began as a regular visit to the post 
office turned out to be a divine 
appointment. God is always at work even 
in places we least expect. Be vigilant and 
look around to see where God is at work.

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Weeks later Rev. Boniface had gone back 
to the post office to post some mail when 
he met with the other post office clerk 
who had bought the second book. He 
introduced himself as Minister Anthony 
Burse. With great excitement he shared 
with Rev. Boniface how the book had 
blessed him tremendously and he was 
hoping he would return to the post office 
again. His church was planning for a 
special gospel event and he felt the Lord 
leading him to invite Rev. Boniface as 
one of the guest speakers.
